
OCEAN’S 8 STEALS THE MANTLE, SNATCHES #1 SPOT AT THE AUSTRALIAN BOX OFFICE 

Warner Bros. Pictures' & Village Roadshow Pictures’ new heist blockbuster film OCEAN’S 8 has stolen 
the mantle at the Australian box office, clinching #1 spot on its opening weekend. 

 
The action, comedy & crime film which is the fourth iteration of the OCEAN’S franchise took 

$5,559,320 at the Australian box office, also making it the biggest opening weekend of an OCEAN’S 

franchise film of all time in Australia.  
 

With an all-star female-led cast, OCEAN’S 8 surpasses the opening weekend results of its 
predecessors Ocean’s 11 ($5,413,522), Ocean’s 12 ($4,594,736) and Ocean’s 13 ($4,008,040)

“Ocean’s 8” also stars James Corden as an insurance investigator trying to put the pieces together, 
and Richard Armitage as Kluger’s unwitting date at the Gala. 

 
Gary Ross directed “Ocean’s 8” from a screenplay he cowrote with Olivia Milch, story by Ross. Steven 

Soderbergh and Susan Ekins produced the film. Michael Tadross, Diana Alvarez, Jesse Ehrman and 

Bruce Berman served as executive producers, with Milch co-producing.  
 

Ross’s behind-the-scenes team included director of photography Eigil Bryld, production designer Alex 
DiGerlando, Oscar-nominated editor Juliette Welfling, Oscar-winning editor William Goldenberg 

(“Argo”), costume designer Sarah Edwards, and composer Daniel Pemberton. Based on characters 
created by George Clayton Johnson & Jack Golden Russell.
